We would like to introduce you to our Lunch Hour Music Program.  This program is de-
signed to give  beginner level students a solid basis in music, in a fun group environ-
ment.  
 
Ottawa Music Academy has successfully been running the Lunch Hour Program for 
close to ten years; each year there are more and more requests for our Lunch Hour Pro-
grams. Due to the cut backs of music in public schools, we feel it is very important to 
offer this service to our community schools.  We treat Lunch Hour students as students 
from our Academy. Lunch hour students receive ten percent off all merchandise, rentals 
and tuning, and have the option to participate in the Young Performer’s Medal Program.  
 
Students are encouraged to participate in the Young Performer’s Medal program to act 
as an incentive to continue music, as well as gain performance experience. Musical per-
formance experience transcends into many other areas of life, and will be beneficial for 
years to come. Our Academy rewards performance experience with certificates, medals, 
trophies and plaques. The more performance points earned, the more attractive the re-
ward. To earn performance points, students participate in non-profit recitals organized 
by the two Academies. The day of the last class will be a mini recital for students. They 
earn a half point at this recital. Winter and Spring Recitals merit a full point. Three 
points merit a bronze medal, six a silver, and nine a gold. The medals are presented at 
the finale of the Winter and Spring recitals.  
 
Students will be sent home with weekly reports, including homework and occasional 
comments.

             rental instruments are available for pick up at Kanata Music Academy/Ottawa Music Academy. 
 
z          Students without access to a piano or keyboard are strongly recommended to rent one, to enable  
             students to practice.
